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Endrin 
 
Note by the secretariat 

 
1. In line with article 5 of the Rotterdam Convention on the Prior Informed Consent Procedure for 
Certain Hazardous Chemicals and Pesticides in International Trade, when the secretariat has received at 
least one notification from each of two prior informed consent (PIC) regions that contain the 
information required in Annex I to the Convention, it shall forward the notifications and accompanying 
documentation to the members of the Chemical Review Committee. The Committee shall review the 
information provided in such notifications and, in accordance with the criteria set out in Annex II, 
recommend to the Conference of the Parties whether the chemical in question should be included in 
Annex III and a decision guidance document drafted. 

 
2. The secretariat has received six verified notifications from four PIC regions relating to endrin 
(Near East – Jordan; Latin America and the Caribbean – Peru; Asia – Japan and Republic of Korea; and 
Europe – Switzerland and Romania). Summaries of these notifications are included in PIC Circular XII, 
for December 2000, PIC Circular XIII for June 2000, and PIC Circular XX, for December 2004.  The 
notifications as they were received from the notifying countries are annexed to the present note. 

 
3. The notifications from Jordan and Peru were considered by the interim Chemical Review 
Committee at its fifth session.  The interim Chemical Review Committee concluded that: 

 
“the notifications had met all the criteria of Annex II with the exception of criterion (b) (iii) for 
Jordan and criteria (b) (i), (ii) and (iii) for Peru.

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“Summarizing the discussion on the issue, the Chair noted that the countries concerned 
had taken sensible and necessary action to ban the chemical and that the Committee’s decision 
not to recommend it for inclusion in the PIC procedure did not in any sense constitute an 
endorsement of the chemical: it was simply the Committee’s task to verify compliance of 
notifications with the criteria set out in the Convention.  He also noted that, based on 
information available to the Committee, trade in the chemical had already ceased and that no 
further action would be required on it. 

“The Committee agreed that the notifications received from Jordan and Peru were useful 
as an exchange of information, as mandated by article 14, and that such notifications should be 
encouraged. It concluded, however, that neither regulatory action met all the criteria set out in 
Annex II and the chemical endrin should not be subject to the interim PIC procedure.”1

4. Following the receipt of the notifications from Japan, the Republic of Korea, Romania and 
Switzerland, the secretariat has forwarded these notifications for review by the Chemical Review 
Committee.

Chemical Review Committee and the supporting documentation submitted by Japan, Romania, 
Switzerland and the Republic of Korea, where available, will be found in documents
